METHODOLOGY Entries include the edited com-
ments of readers and are intended to reveal a
property’s character rather than to catalog its facil-
ities. Each score represents the percentage of re-
spondents who rated a property excellent or very
good on specific criteria (see “Key to Symbols,”
page 56). For example, the first entry on this year’s
Gold List, the Hotel Goldener Hirsch, in Salzburg
(on the next page), has an overall score of 86.9, the
highest component of which is 94.4 for location.
Criteria for hotels, resorts, and cruise lines vary.
The Gold List is based on data collected from the
annual Readers’ Choice Survey; to qualify for in-
clusion in these rankings, a property had to receive
arequired minimum number of responses.

EXICO HAS ITS CHAL-
lenges these days,

The appeal is clear: beachfront
locations, easy access from the United
States (most of these resorts are within
an hour’s drive of the international air-
ports of Cancuin or Puerto Vallarta), and
hotel brands that cater to the luxe mar-
ket. Such growth has had a marked effect
on our Gold List: Six resorts on the Yu-
catan Peninsula and the Riviera Nayarit

debut this year.

*tion. Its oceanfront

location scores 98.6.
