Museums help tell the island’s story, in-
cluding the Bermuda National Trust Museum
at Globe Hotel which was built by Governor
Samuel Day and dates from around 1700. It is
one of the oldest stone buildings in Bermuda.
Fascinating exhibits showcase Bermuda’s role
in the American Civil War. And at Tucker
House Museum, take a look into the past
by visiting an 18th-century merchant’s
house with its elegant interior dating

back to the late 1700s.

At the other end of the island is the
Royal Naval Dockyard, built to help defend
Britain’s interests in North America after
the losses of the American Revolution.
After serving the ships of the Royal Navy
for 150 years, its docks now welcome
cruise ships and its buildings house a

shopping mall, craft market, arts center

Activities at the Royal Naval Dockyard include Taste of Bermuda
Calypso Sundays at the Bermuda Craft Market, held every Sunday year-
round. Taste pepper jams, rum cakes, locally brewed beer and ginger beer
while listening to a rhythmic Calypso band. Good fun. Also at the Royal
Naval Dockyard is Snorkel Park Beach that offers watersports, jet ski tours,
beach volleyball and full amenities. Barbecues, beach parties, late night
snacks and a nightclub are all available on the menu.

Of course, how do you visit Bermuda without trying the rum? Various
hotels in Bermuda host fun lectures called “Bermuda Rum 101” where
you can learn about its history, culture and ritual. Sampling of various
styles of rum is encouraged. Rum maker Gosling’s is one of Bermuda’s

oldest businesses. Participating locations include Fairmont Hamilton
Princess, Fairmont Southampton, The Reefs, 9 Beaches, St. George’s
Club, Grotto Bay Beach Resort, Tucker’s Point Hotel & Spa, Newstead
Belmont Hills Golf Resort & Spa and Dockyard Craft Market. Check
with the concierge for details of the weekly tastings and lectures.
